











19.06 If the Contract is to be awarded, OWNER will award the Contract to the responsible bidder
whose Bid, conforming with all the material terms and conditions of the Instructions to Bidders,
is either:

1. The lowest responsible base bid which can be accommodated by the project budget
or;

2. The first responsible bid to be able to be accommodated by the project budget after
applying the destructive alternates one at a time, in order from #1 to #10.

ARTICLE 20 - CONTRACT SECURITY AND INSURANCE

20.01 Article 5 of the General Conditions, as may be modified by the Supplementary Conditions, sets
forth OWNER’s requirements as to performance and payment bonds and insurance. When the
Successful Bidder delivers the executed Agreement to OWNER, it must be accompanied by such
bonds.

ARTICLE 21 - SIGNING OF AGREEMENT

21.01 When OWNER gives a Notice of Award to the Successful Bidder, it shall be accompanied by the
required number of unsigned counterparts of the Agreement with the other Contract Documents
which are identified in the Agreement as attached thereto. Within 15 days thereafter, Successful
Bidder shall sign and deliver the required number of counterparts of the Agreement and attached
documents to OWNER. Within ten days thereafter, OWNER shall deliver one fully signed
counterpart to Successful Bidder with a complete set of the Drawings with appropriate
identification.

21.02 This Contract is expected to be funded in part with funds provided by the United States
Department of Agriculture, Rural Utilities Service (RUS). Refer to Article 18 of the General
Conditions and the Supplementary General Conditions for information on the Federal
requirements.

21.03 Concurrence by RUS in the award of the Contract is required before the Contract is effective.
